The first one will be mid-March, and will be for the Kindergarten, 2nd and 4th grade teachers and parents.

Principal’s Address
Principal DiMarco gave an update on the situation of LAUSD budget cuts. Nothing concrete has been decided, as the state government has not determined how much funding schools will receive next year. Possibilities include raising the number of students per class, reducing the number of school days, or furloughing teachers. We may not know how much money Roscomare will receive until the summer, as the federal Stimulus Package will include some funding. 

The brush along the edge of the canyon was recently cleared, per fire regulations. 

Workers are still updating the bathrooms, after the decision was made to replace all the wall tiles in all the bathrooms. The children’s bathrooms will have all new fixtures, automatic hand air dryers and sensor-flush toilets. We hope to have all four of the bathrooms done by the end of the year.
